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God's Blessingsof vedience

All through the bible, God promises abundant blessings to
His children, which include taking care of us, our children
and households. All of these blessings are ours for the
taking, as long as we obey His commandments

and statues.

The dictionary defines obedience as, "The act or practice
of following instructions, complying with rules or regula-
tions, or submitting to somebody's authority.” The Greek
word for obedience is 'Hupakoe," which means "attentive
hearkening; compliance or submission.

In Deuteronomy 12:28, before they possessed the prom-
ise land, God instructed the Israelites to, "Observe and
hear all these words which | command thee, that it may go
well with thee, and with thy children after thee for ever,
when thou doest that which is good and right in the sight
of the Lord thy God."

After Moses, the servant of the Lord died, God told
Joshua, Moses' successor, "This book of the law shall not
depart out of thy mouth; but thou shalt meditate therein
day and night, that thou mayest observe to do according
to all that is written therein; for then thou shalt make thy
way prosperous and then thou shalt have good success,"
Joshua 1:8. This is the only time the word "success" is
used in the entire bible.

Our heavenly Father created us and He knows better than
anyone how imperfect we truly are. In Psalm 78:38, when
describing God's mercy and grace toward the Israelites,
David wrote, "For He remembered that they were but
flesh ...," and Psalm 103:8 echoes those same sentiments
saying, "The Lord is merciful and gracious, slow to anger
and plenteous in mercy."

God is not in heaven keeping track of how many times we
mess up. As a matter of fact, He already knows that we
are going to slip up and make mistakes during our lifetime.
But He also knows the true intentions of our hearts.
Jeremiah 17:10 says, "l the Lord search the heart, | try the
reins, even to give every man according to his ways, and
according to the fruit of his doings."

God loves us so much, and in 2 Peter 3:9, it states that the
Lord is longsuffering to us-ward, "not willing that any

should perish, but that all should come to

repentance," and John 3:16 says, "For God
so loved the world, that he gave his only be-
gotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him
should not perish, but have everlasting life."

Obedience is very important to God. In 1
Samuel 15:22, it says, "to obey is better than
sacrifice ..." In Deuteronomy 11:26, after out-
lining all of the goodly blessings that God had
in stored for them in the promised land, God
told the Israelites, "Behold, | set before you
this day a blessing and a curse. A blessing if
you obey the commandments of the Lord
your God, which | command you this day,
and a curse if ye will not obey the command-
ments of the Lord your God ..."

Obeying God's word is something all God's
children should strive to do. Obedience is not
only a form of worship and praise to our Lord,
but it also brings blessings, peace, joy and
contentment to our lives. Proverbs 10:22
says, "The blessing of the Lord, it maketh
rich, and He added no sorrow with it."

Our Father understands that we will struggle
in this area and that we cannot do it in our
own strength. We must stay connected to
God through fellowship and His word to ob-
tain the power and strength that we need to
be obedient. The more you read God's
word, more of Him will be revealed to

you. Deuteronomy 4:29 says that we will find
God if, "thou seek him with all thy heart and
with all thy soul.”

If you truly desire to know more about the
abundant blessings that God has promised to
those who obey His word, | encourage you to
read Deuteronomy 28. However, God's word,
the Bible, is full of the rich promises of bless-
ings to those who love and fear the Lord and
are obedient to His word.
