
  

 

    
 

 
 
 
 

   These are the times that many of 

us are being pressured to recon-

sider the patterns and habits that 

have governed our lives, especially 

in the area of our finances.  These 

times demand that we seriously 

rethink our current and future fi-

nancial strategies.  Sources of fi-

nancial security have failed in 

many arenas and undergone dras-

tic changes in others.  The wise 

and prudent person must evaluate 

all areas of life and make appropri-

ate changes that will reposition us 

into the flow of the future.  Most, 

if not all, financial advisers sug-

gest that we consider a plan of 

DEBT ELIMINATION.  Financial 

freedom should be a goal for all of 

us who want to insulate ourselves 

from future financial crisis. 

  The wisdom to ñELIMINATEò 

debt is one that must also be con-

sidered even in our Spiritual walk 

with God.  Many of us are 

strapped with debt that restructur-

ing of our finances cannot effect.  

This debt is perhaps more destruc-

tive than the excessive financial 

debt that many people have.  I 

want to suggest several Spiritual 

accounts that must be closed if we 

are to have true FREEDOM from 

the stresses of life.  I suggest that 

you seriously consider closing the 

following accounts: 

  THE PRIDE ACCOUNT : This 

account is where we save all of the 

issues that affect our personal rela-

tionships, especially those that are 

drowning in contention.  At the 

root of every argument or strained 

relationship is pride.  Proverbs 

13:10 states: ñOnly by pride 
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allow him to show mercy.ò  The 

automatic drafts on this account 

will cause it to go into delinquency. 

CLOSE THIS ACCOUNT      

IMMEDIATELY!  

  THE TONGUE ACCOUNT :  

This account destroys everything 

and every relationship in the life of 

the account holder.  In this account 

is the fuel to ignite enough fire to 

destroy everything around you.  

Your family, your relationships, 

your community relations, even 

your Church can be destroyed by 

the holdings in this account.  Actu-

ally, James states that ñthe tongue 

IS a fire, a WORLD of iniquityò.  It 

not only destroys everything around 

you, it will destroy you!  James also 

reported that the tongue ñdefiles the 

whole body, and is full of deadly 

poison.ò  Empty this account of all 

unruliness and bring it under the 

control of the Holy Spirit and 

LIVE. 

    Time and space will not allow me 

to continue to catalogue the ac-

counts in your LIFE BANK that 

must be closed, but self examina-

tion will reveal to you what they 

are.  Negative debt eliminated from 

your life will help you to avoid 

Spiritual and Emotional Bank-

ruptcy.  As Godôs Spiritual Life 

Coach, I strongly encourage you to 

set a debt liquidation plan and stick 

to it.  I know you can do it because 

God has given you what is neces-

sary to negotiate with the merchants 

of destruction.  FAITH  is the cur-

rency that satisfies all of our emo-

tional and spiritual debt and leaves 

every account empty of all those 

things that are counter-productive to 

a FULFILLED LIFE! 
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cometh contention.ò  Pride dictates 

that we must have the last word 

and turn every petty disagreement 

into a full blown fight.  Pride ulti-

mately exposes the lack of wisdom 

in the holder of that account.  

James 4:6 reports that ñGod re-

sisteth the proud, but giveth grace 

to the humble.ò  Close the account 

of Pride and many of your stresses 

will disappear. 

  THE GREED ACCOUNT : This 

is an account that is funded by 

many streams of illegitimate in-

come.  It is fed by an extreme de-

sire to have more than your share 

of anything.  It is fed by coveting 

what others have.  It is fed by self-

ishness which robs others of what 

they rightfully possess.  As Solo-

mon stated in Proverbs 1:19, ñthe 

greedy take away the life of oth-

ers.ò  Paul taught that Greed opens 

many other doors of destruction 

such as lasciviousness (lustful), 

ultimately uncleanness according 

to Ephesians 4:19.  It is wise to 

empty this account because the 

wise man Solomon instructed us in 

Proverbs 15:27 that ñHe who is 

greedy of gain troubleth his own 

houseò.  For the sake of your fam-

ily, empty this account. 

THE PREJUDICE ACCOUNT :  

This account holds destructive 

plans designed to affect others but 

surprisingly it holds much destruc-

tion for the holder of the account.  

Prejudice against the poor, the 

down trodden, or simply people 

who are not like you, causes you 

to become what James calls ña 

respecter of persons.ò  You be-

come prejudice in favor of those 

who possess much and judgmental 

against those who have little or 

nothing.  James said in chapter 

two, that such a person shall 

ñreceive judgment without mercy 

because his prejudice would not
